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INSTRUCTIONS FOR AUTHORS


The journal “Radovi Šumarskog fakulteta Univerziteta u Sarajevu” (Papers/Articles) Works of Faculty of Forestry University of Sarajevo publishes original scientific papers, review articles, preliminary communications and professional articles in forestry, horticulture, ecology, environmental protection, hunting and other areas important for the development of forestry and horticulture and other related disciplines. 
Articles submitted for publication must be written in English, on A4 format, 1,5-spaced text (including appendixes). 
Electronic version of the article should be written in Word, page format: A4, margins: top and bottom 2.4 cm, outer 2.0 cm and inner margin 1.5 cm. Please use Times New Roman, size 12 pt. Text should be justified. Page numbers are not needed. Please ensure the text of your paper has consecutive line numbering - this is an essential peer review requirement (Line number).

1. Submitting articles

Articles are written using a word processor, Microsoft Word for Windows. There are two ways of sending articles:

Authors can associate their ORCID number with the OJS profile. 

File containing the text of the article should be named after the short title (short title.doc). Figures, graphs and tables must be submitted in separate files, named in the order of appearance in the text (e.g. Table 1, Graph 1, Figure 1).
Articles not submitted in accordance with the instructions will be returned to authors.

2. Structure of the article

The structure of the article should be in accordance with its category. Original scientific article must contain the following chapter headings: Abstract, Key words, Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results, Discussion, References and Extended Summary. These headings are to be written in bold and in two languages (English and official languages of BiH), summary in one language (in one of the official languages of BiH). Other article categories are not required to have all the above mentioned chapters. For foreign authors title and summary, titels of tables, charts etc.can be translate by technical board.


2.1. Title of the article

Title should be as short as possible, while giving a good insight into the essence of the article. Titles should be written in, in two languages, centrally-aligned (please type the title in the language in which the article is written in bold letters). For foreign authors title can be translate by technical board.

2.2. Authors of the article

The names of authors should be typed below the title of the article, without their professional titles, bold, centred on the paper, name first, followed by the surname of the author. More authors are separated by a comma. Above the author’s name, a footnote is added. Please mark with corresponding author. 




2.3. Titles and addresses of the authors

Titles and addresses of the authors are written below names above abstract. Along with the title, the name and the surname of the author, please provide authors affiliation. Please mark with corresponding author. 

2.4. Abstract

Before the introduction, a brief statement should be written (200 words containing key words). Maximum of 5 key words are allowed.

2.5. The main text of the article

The main text of the article should be divided into appropriate chapters and numbered. The titles and subtitles of chapters should be written in English language and in one of the official languages of BiH.

1. Introduction - should include the research topic in addition to an overview of previous studies of relevant issues and should define the position of the research.
2. Material and research methods - this chapter includes a detailed description of methods and techniques. At the beginning of this chapter, it is also necessary to provide a brief description of the field on which research has been done.
3. Results of research - should be referenced with the appropriate tables and figures. The most appropriate way of presenting the study results must be chosen. The same information must not be displayed in two ways, for example, in a graphical and tabular form.
4. Discussion - in this chapter, current results are brought into connection with the already achieved results in a given field or subject of work. Opportunities for further research are provided. The author reveals the theoretical and practical implications of his/her findings. This chapter may also contain brief conclusions regarding the research (discussion can also  be included in the results chapter).
5. Conclusions - this chapter contains research results, claims based on the results, opinions, recommendations, etc.
6. References - chapter stating all references used (more on citing references in Chapter 3).
7. Summary - contains part of introduction, details about the method/s and research results, as well as important parts from discussion and conclusions. It has to be written in one of the official languages of B&H (for Authors which are non-speaking Bosnian - summary can be sent on English and will be translate by the Technical board of Journal).  

Note: Authors can combine Results and Discussion chapters, in which case the Conclusions chapter is mandatory, or if the Results and Discussion are separate chapters, Conclusions are written within the Discussion chapter.

3. Citing references

Within the article, references should be listed as in the following examples: ... 

Journal use APA (American Psychological Association) citation style. 

The reference list should be sorted in alphabetical order. Independent works by one author are to be listed in chronological order, followed by two or several authors (where the author cited is also the first author), also listed chronologically. If reference contains DOI it should be written. 




In-Text Citation: 

One author: Mitchell (2017) states… Or  (Mitchell, 2017)

Two authors: Mitchell and Smith (2017) state… Or …(Mitchell & Smith, 2017)

Three or more: Mitchell et al (2017) state… Or …(Mitchell et al, 2017)

Citing Authors With Multiple Works From One Year: (Mitchell, 2017a) Or (Mitchell, 2017b).

Citing Multiple Works in One Parentheses: Mitchell (2007, 2013, 2017) Or (Mitchell, 2007, 2013, 2017)

Citing a Group or Organisation: (International Citation Association, 2015)
Citing a Secondary Source: Lorde (1980) as cited in Mitchell (2017) Or (Lorde, 1980, as cited in Mitchell, 2017)

3.1. The book (Title, not chapter)

3.4. Citing internet texts

3.5. Other references

Data from the print and electronic sources that do not fit the aforementioned categories should be listed in brackets within the text, but not in the bibliography.

4. Units of measurement, abbreviations and nomenclature

Units of measurement should be in accordance with the SI system.  Other units of measurement may be used only if they are internationally accepted.
Biological and chemical terms must be consistent with the latest international nomenclature.
Preparations and reagents when first mentioned in the text should be listed by their commercial name, along with the manufacturer's name in brackets.


Scientific names of genera, species and subspecies are written in italics. The full name of species and subspecies should be used when first mentioned in the text; abbreviations can be used in the rest of the text (eg Abies alba Mill. >> A. alba).
Abbreviations used in the article must be explained when first mentioned in the text (except in the Abstract).

5. Figures and Tables

Articles may include figures, graphs and tables. Images include photographs, diagrams, etc., in the text they are to be labelled as a Figure. Their caption is to be written below, while the caption of tables is to be written above the table (use Times New Roman, size 12 pt). Captions of figures, tables and charts are written in two languages.
Figures and tables should be numbered (Figure 1, Table 1) in order of appearance in the text. When displaying images or tables taken from other authors or other publications, the source must be cited.
Captions of figures and tables in the text should be cited where they should appear.
In case abbreviations are used in the table, it is necessary to provide explanations in
the legend below.
Low quality images are not going to be published. Pictures are to be attached in a separate file and must be in one of some of the standard formats (TIF, BMP, JPG, GIF or PSD), the resolution at least 300x300 dpi (scale 1:1). In case the resolution is less than 300 x 300 dpi, the picture will not be published. Drawings can be submitted in the following formats: DXF, DWG, CDR, WMF, WPG, EPS.Examples:
